
 

 

So You Call Yourself A Christian? 

Christianity 101 

 
What does it take to be a Christian? What beliefs are required to become a  

Christian? Presbyterian belief is brief and to the point on this issue. 

 
A profession in Christ as ñLord and Saviorò sums up the requirement. There are several  

follow-up statements used in The Book of Common Worship to clarify what this profession 

means. To turn towards Jesus as ñLordò means to follow him and be his faithful disciple in 

much the same way as servants doing the will of their master (John 15:20). 

 
However, Jesus also says ñNo longer do I call you servants but friends.ò (John 15:15) So how 

can Jesus be both Lord and friend? Acknowledging Jesus as Lord does not take away his friend-

ship. But itôs a different sort of friendshipðone of privilege. You may have ñfriends in high 

placesò but none as high as Jesus. Thatôs what we mean when we sing ñWhat a Friend we have 

in Jesus!ò  

 
Jesus is not just Lord, but Savior. To profess Jesus as ñSaviorò means to renounce all evil. The 

Book of Common Worship asks if you ñwill renounce the powers in the world that separate you 

from Godôs righteousness and love.ò When you think about it, thatôs a tough jobðrenouncing 

the ways of sin that separate us from God. Thatôs impossible for us on our own, but not when we 

allow the Spirit of Christ to make his home in us (John 14:23). Of course, we sometimes set up 

rivals next door. Therefore, it takes grace and forgiveness to maintain the Spiritôs residence.  

 
And one other thing--professing Jesus Christ as ñLord and Savior,ò and promising to follow him 

must be done publicly. There doesnôt seem to be much slack for professions that are just private. 

ñEveryone therefore who acknowledges me before others, I also will acknowledge before my 

Father in heaven; but whoever denies me before others, I also will deny before my Father in 

heaven.ò (Matthew10:32-33; Luke 12: 8-9)You may have many other questions, but thatôs the 

way Presbyterians become Christians and start out their journey with Christ.
